PERMIT REQUIREMENTS AND PROCEDURES FOR THE TOWN OF FAIRFIELD

In general, a permit is required to construct a new structure or enlarge, remodel, relocate, or demolish an existing structure. Residential accessory structures such as tool storage sheds which are single story and less than 200 square feet in area are exempt from building permit requirements. Any questions regarding the need for a permit can be directed to the town clerk or the numbers listed below. The procedure to obtain a building permit is different from a plumbing, mechanical or electrical permit.

Building permit applications

Step #1: Start at the Town of Fairfield. Obtain Council approval of proposal and site plan for zoning and other local requirements.

Step #2: Bring the approved permit application, approved site plan, and construction drawings to Spokane County’s Building and Planning Permit Center.

Step #3: Building and Planning will assess permit fees and complete construction code plan review. If it’s a commercial project, plan review will require that plans be left for review and a plan review fee will need to be paid at time of submittal.

Step #4: Once the construction plan approval has been obtained, the applicant will be notified and needs to return to the Town of Fairfield with the original application, site plan, and approved plans. Permit fees are paid to Spokane County.   

Plumbing and Mechanical (Heating and Cooling Systems) Permit Applications

The review, fee collection, and permit issuance is all conducted through Spokane County’s Building and Planning Permit Center.

Electrical Permit Applications
Electrical permits are obtained at the Labor and Industries office at 901 N. Monroe.

Inspections

It is the responsibility of the applicant to call for inspection at the appropriate times during construction. Approval is needed by the inspector to proceed to the next step in construction. Failing to pass inspection at various stages may result in the inspector requiring you to remove portions of your work for inspection. Make sure you keep all inspection slips and post your permits on the job site. Permit inspections can be viewed on line.
